LMOA administrative offices will be CLOSED on July 4th.

We also ask residents and guests to respect their neighbors’ property.
Please stay off other people’s boats that are docked at the beaches and
the Marina.

If you are on the Main Beach, do not set up chairs directly in front of the
lifeguard stands.

Tents on the Main Beach must be at least 15 ft. from the water so as not to
block the Lifeguards’ view.

The water at the main beach will be cleared by lifeguards once visibility is
too poor (dusk).

In case of an emergency, always call 911.
